Start your mosquito and tick control service.

Preventative maintenance, video camera
inspection of sewer drains.

Inspect and clean sliding glass door tracks.

Clean your windows, inside and out.

O Check fire extinguisher expiration dates.
O Test garage door auto-reverse feature.
O Check water softener (if applicable).

O Check GFCl outlets.

O Service generator (if applicable).

O Inspect and change furnace filters.

O Inspect exterior accent lighting.

Biqnnuq"y (twice a year)

O Flush hot water heater and remove sediment.

O Check batteries in smoke and carbon
monoxide detectors.

O Operate the water heater relief valve and ensure
water flows from overflow valve.

O Test sump pump for proper operation.
